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Preface

The Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding S ystem, or
Harmonized System (HS) in short, has been designed by the World
Customs Organization (WCO), to serve as am ulti-purpose
classification suitable for use by customs and statistical authorities,
traders, carriers and oth ers concerned with international trade.
Although Hong Kong is not a C ontracting Party to the International
Convention on the HS, Hong Kong has adopted the HS in full for
trade declaration purposes since 1 January 1992.

While the HS specifies the commodity classification up to the 6-digit
subheading level for international comparison, individual
countries/territories are free to use additional digits for more refined
classification to meet th eir specific needs. The Hong K ong
Harmonized System (HKHS) uses an 8-digit classification system.
The additional 7" and 8" digits are used to further breakdown the
commodity classification to meet the needs of Hong Kong. The
first set of HKHS, which adopted th e HS in full, is called th e 1992
edition of HKHS. It has since then undergone annual amendments
to reflect changes in trade patterns and technology. These
amendments have been announced in the Government Gazette.

In 2009, the WCO recommended 220 sets of amendments to the HS.
Contracting parties to the International Convention on the HS are
required to adopt these amendments as from 1 January 2012. To
ensure that Hong Kong’s clas sification system continues to be
compatible with those of its major trading partners, Hong Kong will
implement the amendments recommended by WCO with effect from
1 January 2012. The amended version of HKHS will be called the
2012 edition of HKHS. It has fully incorporated WCQO’s proposed
amendments which cater mainly for (i) importance of environmental
protection; (ii) concerns on food security; (iii) ch anges in
international trade patterns and practice; and (iv) clarification of
texts to ensure uniform application of the HS. Please refer to the
summary of changes from the 2011 edition to the 2012 edition at the
website  of theCens us and  Statistics Department
(http://www.censtatd.gov.hk/trader/declaration/index.jsp).

This publication details the classification list of the 2012 edition of
HKHS. In addition, other classification systems needed for
completing import and export declarations, namely classification of
country/territory and classification of transport mode, ar e also
included. A u nit of quantity is also assigned to each HKHS
commodity item.

Under the Import and Expor t (Registration) Regulations, every
person who imports, exports or re-exports any article other than an
exempted article is required to lodge with the Commissioner of
Customs and E xcise an accurate and complete import or export
declaration within 14 days after the importation or exportation of the
article. Declaration should be submitted through Electronic Data
Interchange service. In accordance with the Regulations, the
Commissioner of Customs and Excise is empowered to call upon
any person who has lodged an import, export or re-export declaration
to verify any particulars given in the declaration by the production of
documentary or other evidence. The Regulations also prescribe
penalties for the supplying of incomplete or inaccurate information.
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When completing import/export declarations, importers and
exporters must use the app ropriate HKHS codes and units ~ of
quantity published in this book. For a thorough understanding of
HKHS, the General Rules for the Interpretation of the Harmonized
System and the notes at the beginning of each section and chapter
should be carefully studied.

At Appendix I is aschedule of food items, the import of which
attracts a flat rate of $0.5 per declaration when an import declaration
is lodged. A schedule of clothing items is at Appendix 1L
Domestic exports of these items are subject to a Clothing Industry
Training Levy.

Importers and exporters are advised that the HKHS codes and u nits
of quantity provided in the Hong Kong Imports and Ex ports
Classification List (Harmonized System), 2012 Edition should only
be used for completing importor export declarations as from
1 January 2012. This will be announced in the Gazette in due course.

Classification of goods in th ¢ Nomenclature shall be governed by the
following principles:

1.

The titles of Sections, Chapters and sub-Chapters are provided for
case of reference only; for legal purposes, classification shall be
determined according to the terms of the he adings and any relative
Section or Chapter Notes and, provided such headings or Notes do
not otherwise require, according to the following provisions:

(b)

Any reference in a heading to an article shall be taken to
include a reference to that article incomplete or unfinished,
provided that, as presented, the incomplete or unfinished
article has the essential character of the complete or finished
article. It shall also be taken to include a reference to that
article complete or finished (or falling to be classified as
complete or fi nished by virtue of this Rule), presented
unassembled or disassembled.

Any reference in a heading to a material or substance shall be
taken to include a reference to mixtures or combinations of
that material or substance with other materials or substances.
Any reference to goods of a given material or substance shall
be taken to include a reference to goods consisting wholly or
partly of such material or substance. The classification of
goods consisting of more than one material or substance shall
be according to the principles of Rule 3.

When by application of Rule 2(b) or for any other reason, goods are,
prima facie, classifiable under two or more headings, classification
shall be effected as follows:

The heading which provides the most specific description
shall be pref erred to h eadings providing a more general
description. However, when two or m ore headings each
refer to part only of the materials or substances contained in
mixed or composite goods or to part only of the items in a set
put up for retail sale, those head ings are to be regarded as
equally specific in relation to those goods, ev en if one of
them gives a more complete or precise descrip tion of the
goods.

Mixtures, composite goods consisting of d ifferent materials
or made up of different components, and goods put up in sets
for retail sale, which cannot be classified by reference to 3(a),
shall be classified asif they consisted of th e material or
component which gives them their essential character, insofar
as this criterion is applicable.

When goods cannot be classified by reference to 3(a) or 3(b),
they shall be classified under the heading which occurs last in
numerical order amongth ose which equally merit
consideration.

Goods which cannot be classified in accordance with the above
Rules shall be classified under the heading appropriate to the goods
to which they are most akin.
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5. In addition to the foregoing provisions, the following Rules shall
apply in respect of the goods referred to therein:

For the purposes of headings 2911, 2912, 2914, 2918 and 2922,
‘oxygen-function’ is to be restricted to the functions (the characteristic
organic oxygen-containing groups) referred to in headings 2905 to
2920.

(A) The esters of acid-function organic compounds of sub-Chapters
I to VII with organic compounds of these sub-Chapters are to
be classified with that compound which is classified in the
heading which occurs last in numerical order in these
sub-Chapters.

(B) Esters of ethyl alcohol with acid-function organic compounds
of sub-Chapters | to VII are to be classified in the same heading
as the corresponding acid-function compounds.

(C) Subject to Note 1 to Section VI and Note 2 to Chapter 28:

(1) Inorganic salts of organic compounds such as acid-,
phenol- or enol-function compounds or organic bases, of
sub-Chapters | to X or heading 2942, are to be classified
in the heading appropriate to the organic compound;

(2) Salts formed between organic compounds of
sub-Chapters | to X or heading 2942 are to be classified
in the heading appropriate to the base or to the acid
(including phenol- or enol-function compounds) from
which they are formed, whichever occurs last in
numerical order in the Chapter; and

(3) Co-ordination compounds, other than products
classifiable in sub-Chapter XI or heading 2941, are to be
classified in the heading which occurs last in numerical
order in Chapter 29, among those appropriate to the
fragments formed by "cleaving" of all metal bonds, other
than metal-carbon bonds.

(D) Metal alcoholates are to be classified in the same heading as the
corresponding alcohols except in the case of ethanol (heading

Heading 2930 (organo-sulphur compounds) and heading 2931 (other
organo-inorganic compounds) do not include sulphonated or
halogenated derivatives (including compound derivatives) which,
apart from hydrogen, oxygen and nitrogen, only have directly linked
to carbon the atoms of sulphur or of a halogen which give them their
nature of sulphonated or halogenated derivatives (or compound
derivatives).

Spent catalysts of a kind used for the extraction of base metals
or for the manufacture of chemical compounds of base metals
(heading 2620), spent catalysts of a kind used principally for
the recovery of precious metal (heading 7112) or catalysts
consisting of metals or metal alloys in the form of, for
example, finely divided powder or woven gauze (Section XIV
or XV).

For the purpose of heading 3822, the expression “certified
reference materials” means reference materials which are
accompanied by a certificate which indicates the values of the
certified properties, the methods used to determine these values
and the degree of certainty associated with each value and
which are suitable for analytical, calibrating of referencing
purposes.
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(B) With the exception of the products of Chapter 28 or 29, for the
classification of certified reference materials, heading 3822
shall take precedence over any other heading in the
Nomenclature.

Heading 3824 includes the following goods which are not to be
classified in any other heading of the Nomenclature:

(@) Cultured crystals (other than optical elements) weighing not
less than 2.5 g each, of magnesium oxide or of the halides of
the alkali or alkaline-earth metals;

(b)  Fusel oil; Dippel’s oil;
(¢) Ink removers put up in packings for retail sale;
(d) Stencil correctors, other correcting fluids and correction tapes

. Throughout the Nomenclature, “municipal waste” means waste of a

kind collected from households, hotels, restaurants, hospitals, shops,
offices, etc., road and pavement sweepings, as well as construction
and demolition waste. Municipal waste generally contains a large
variety of materials such as plastics, rubber, wood, paper, textiles,
glass, metals, food materials, broken furniture and other damaged or
discarded articles. The term “municipal waste”, however, does not
COVer:

(&) Individual materials or articles segregated from the waste, such
as wastes of plastics, rubber, wood, paper, textile, glass or
metals and spent batteries which fall in their appropriate
headings of the Nomenclature;

(b)  Industrial waste;
(c) Waste pharmaceuticals, as defined in Note 4(k) to Chapter 30;
or

(d) Clinical waste, as defined in Note 6(a) below.

For the purpose of heading 3825, “sewage sludge” means sludge
arising from urban effluent treatment plant and includes pre-treatment
waste, scourings and unstabilised sludge. Stabilised sludge when
suitable for use as fertilizer is excluded (Chapter 31).

For the purposes of heading 3825, the expression “other wastes”

. applied to:

(@) Clinical waste, that is, contaminated waste arising from
medical research, diagnosis, treatment or other medical,
surgical, dental or veterinary procedures, which often contain
pathogens and pharmaceutical substances and require special
disposal procedures (for example, soiled dressings, used gloves
and used syringes);

(b)  Waste organic solvents;
(c) Wastes of metal pickling liquors, hydraulic fluids, brake fluids
and anti-freezing fluids; and

(d)  Other wastes from chemical or allied industries.

The expression “other wastes” does not, however, cover
wastes which contain mainly petroleum oils or oils obtained from
bituminous minerals (heading 2710).

For the purposes of heading 3826, the term “biodiesel” means
mono-alkyl esters of fatty acids of a kind used as a fuel, derived from
animal or vegetable fats and oils whether or not used.

Notes

1. Goods put up in sets consisting of two or more separate constituents,

some or all of which fall in this Section and are intended to be mixed
together to obtain a product of Section VI or VII, are to be classified
in the heading appropriate to that product, provided that the
constituents are:

(@) having regard to the manner in which they are put up, clearly
identifiable as being intended to be used together without first
being repacked;

(b)  presented together; and

(c) identifiable, whether by their nature or by the relative
proportions in which they are present, as being complementary
one to another.

Except for the goods of heading 3918 or 3919, plastics, rubber, and
articles thereof, printed with motifs, characters or pictorial

representations, which are not merely incidental to the primary use of
the goods, fall in Chapter 49.

Chapter 39

Plastics and articles thereof

Notes

1. Throughout the Nomenclature the expression ‘plastics’ means those

materials of headings 3901 to 3914 which are or have been capable,
either at the moment of polymerisation or at some subsequent stage,
of being formed under external influence (usually heat and pressure,
if necessary with a solvent or plasticiser) by moulding, casting,
extruding, rolling or other process into shapes which are retained on
the removal of the external influence.

Throughout the Nomenclature any reference to ‘plastics’ also
includes vulcanised fibre. The expression, however, does not apply
to materials regarded as textile materials of Section XI.

. This Chapter does not cover:

(@) Lubricating preparations of heading 2710 or 3403;
(b)  Waxes of heading 2712 or 3404;
(c) Separate chemically defined organic compounds (Chapter 29);

(d)  Heparin or its salts (heading 3001);

(e) Solutions (other than collodions) consisting of any of the
products specified in headings 3901 to 3913 in volatile organic
solvents when the weight of the solvent exceeds 50% of the
weight of the solution (heading 3208); stamping foils of
heading 3212;

(f)  Organic surface-active agents or preparations of heading 3402;

(9) Rungums or ester gums (heading 3806);

(h)  Prepared additives for mineral oils (including gasoline) or for
other liquids used for the same purposes as mineral oils
(heading 3811);
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Prepared hydraulic fluids based on polyglycols, silicones or
other polymers of Chapter 39 (heading 3819);

Diagnostic or laboratory reagents on a backing of plastics
(heading 3822);

Synthetic rubber, as defined for the purposes of Chapter 40, or
articles thereof;

Saddlery or harness (heading 4201) or trunks, suitcases,
handbags or other containers of heading 4202;

Plaits, wickerwork or other articles of Chapter 46;

Wall coverings of heading 4814;
Goods of Section XI (textiles and textile articles);

Articles of Section XII (for example, footwear, headgear,
umbrellas, sun umbrellas, walking-sticks, whips, riding-crops
or parts thereof);

Imitation jewellery of heading 7117;

Articles of Section XVI (machines and mechanical or electrical
appliances);

Parts of aircraft or vehicles of Section XVII;

Articles of Chapter 90 (for example, optical elements, spectacle
frames, drawing instruments);

Articles of Chapter 91 (for example, clock or watch cases);

Articles of Chapter 92 (for example, musical instruments or
parts thereof);

Articles of Chapter 94 (for example, furniture, lamps and
lighting fittings, illuminated signs, prefabricated buildings);

Articles of Chapter 95 (for example, toys, games, sports
requisites); or

Avrticles of Chapter 96 (for example, brushes, buttons, slide
fasteners, combs, mouthpieces or stems for smoking pipes,
cigarette-holders or the like, parts of vacuum flasks or the like,
pens, propelling pencils).

Headings 3901 to 3911 apply only to goods of a kind produced by
chemical synthesis, falling in the following categories:

Liquid synthetic polyolefins of which less than 60% by volume
distils at 300 °C, after conversion to 1013 millibars when a
reduced-pressure distillation method is used (headings 3901
and 3902);

Resins, not highly polymerised, of the coumarone-indene type

Resols (heading 3909) and other prepolymers.

. The expression ‘copolymers’ covers all polymers in which no single

monomer unit contributes 95% or more by weight to the total polymer
content.
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For the purposes of this Chapter, except where the context otherwise
requires, copolymers (including co-polycondensates, co-polyaddition
products, block copolymers and graft copolymers) and polymer
blends are to be classified in the heading covering polymers of that
comonomer unit which predominates by weight over every other
single comonomer unit. For the purposes of this Note, constituent
comonomer units of polymers falling in the same heading shall be
taken together.

If no single comonomer unit predominates, copolymers or polymer
blends, as the case may be, are to be classified in the heading which
occurs last in numerical order among those which equally merit
consideration.

Chemically modified polymers, that is those in which only appendages
to the main polymer chain have been changed by chemical reaction, are
to be classified in the heading appropriate to the unmodified polymer.
This provision does not apply to graft copolymers.

In headings 3901 to 3914, the expression ‘primary forms’ applies
only to the following forms:

(@) Liquids and pastes, including dispersions (emulsions and
suspensions) and solutions;

(b)  Blocks of irregular shape, lumps, powders (including moulding
powders), granules, flakes and similar bulk forms.

Heading 3915 does not apply to waste, parings and scrap of a single
thermoplastic material, transformed into primary forms (headings
3901 to 3914).

For the purposes of heading 3917, the expression ‘tubes, pipes and
hoses” means hollow products, whether semi-manufactures or
finished products, of a kind generally used for conveying, conducting
or distributing gases or liquids (for example, ribbed garden hose,
perforated tubes). This expression also includes sausage casings and
other lay-flat tubing. However, except for the last-mentioned, those
having an internal cross-section other than round, oval, rectangular (in
which the length does not exceed 1.5 times the width) or in the shape
of a regular polygon are not to be regarded as tubes, pipes and hoses
but as profile shapes.

For the purposes of heading 3918, the expression ‘wall or ceiling
coverings of plastics’ applies to products in rolls, of a width not less
than 45 cm, suitable for wall or ceiling decoration, consisting of
plastics fixed permanently on a backing of any material other than
paper, the layer of plastics (on the face side) being grained, embossed,
coloured, design-printed or otherwise decorated.

In headings 3920 and 3921, the expression ‘plates, sheets, film, foil
and strip’ applies only to plates, sheets, film, foil and strip (other than
those of Chapter 54) and to blocks of regular geometric shape,
whether or not printed or otherwise surface-worked, uncut or cut into
rectangles (including squares) but not further worked (even if when so
cut they become articles ready for use).

Heading 3925 applies only to the following articles, not being
products covered by any of the earlier headings of sub-Chapter I1:

(@ Reservoirs, tanks (including septic tanks), vats and similar
containers, of a capacity exceeding 300 I;

(b)  Structural elements used, for example, in floors, walls or
partitions, ceilings or roofs;

(c) Guitters and fittings therefor;

(d) Doors, windows and their frames and thresholds for doors;

(e)  Balconies, balustrades, fencing, gates and similar barriers;
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(f) Shutters, blinds (including Venetian blinds) and similar articles
and parts and fittings thereof;

(9) Large-scale shelving for assembly and permanent installation,
for example, in shops, workshops, warehouses;

(h) Ornamental architectural features, for example, flutings,
cupolas, dovecotes; and

(ij) Fittings and mountings intended for permanent installation in
or on doors, windows, staircases, walls or other parts of
buildings, for example, knobs, handles, hooks, brackets, towel
rails, switch-plates and other protective plates.

Subheading Notes

1. Within any one heading of this Chapter, polymers (including
copolymers) and chemically modified polymers are to be classified
according to the following provisions :

(@) Where there is a subheading named ‘Other’ in the same series:

(1)  The designation in a subheading of a polymer by the
prefix ‘poly’ (for example, polyethylene and
polyamide-6,6) means that the constituent monomer unit
or monomer units of the named polymer taken together
must contribute 95% or more by weight of the total
polymer content.

(2) The copolymers named in subheadings 3901 30,
3903 20, 3903 30 and 3904 30 are to be classified in
those subheadings, provided that the comonomer units
of the named copolymers contribute 95% or more by
weight of the total polymer content.

(3)  Chemically modified polymers are to be classified in the
subheading named “Other’, provided that the chemically
modified polymers are not more specifically covered by
another subheading.

(4)  Polymers not meeting (1), (2) or (3) above, are to be
classified in the subheading, among the remaining
subheadings in the series, covering polymers of that
monomer unit which predominates by weight over every
other single comonomer unit.  For this purpose,
constituent monomer units of polymers falling in the
same subheading shall be taken together. Only the
constituent comonomer units of the polymers in the
series of subheadings under consideration are to be
compared.

(b) Where there is no subheading named ‘Other’ in the same series:

(1)  Polymers are to be classified in the subheading covering
polymers of that monomer unit which predominates by
weight over every other single comonomer unit. For this
purpose, constituent monomer units of polymers falling
in the same subheading shall be taken together. Only the
constituent comonomer units of the polymers in the
series under consideration are to be compared.

(2)  Chemically modified polymers are to be classified in the
subheading appropriate to the unmodified polymer.

Polymer blends are to be classified in the same subheading as
polymers of the same monomer units in the same proportions.
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2. For the purposes of subheading 3920 43, the term ‘plasticisers’
includes secondary plasticisers.

Notes

1. Except where the context otherwise requires, throughout the

Nomenclature the expression ‘rubber’ means the following products,
whether or not wvulcanised or hard: natural rubber, balata,
gutta-percha, guayule, chicle and similar natural gums, synthetic
rubber, factice derived from oils, and such substances reclaimed.

. This Chapter does not cover:

(@) Goods of Section XI (textiles and textile articles);

(b)  Footwear or parts thereof of Chapter 64;

(c) Headgear or parts thereof (including bathing caps) of Chapter
65;

(d) Mechanical or electrical appliances or parts thereof of Section
XVI (including electrical goods of all kinds), of hard rubber;

(e)  Articles of Chapter 90, 92, 94 or 96; or

(f)  Articles of Chapter 95 (other than sports gloves, mittens and
mitts and articles of headings 4011 to 4013).

In headings 4001 to 4003 and 4005, the expression ‘primary forms’
applies only to the following forms:

(@) Liquids and pastes (including latex, whether or not
pre-vulcanised, and other dispersions and solutions);

(b) Blocks of irregular shape, lumps, bales, powders, granules,
crumbs and similar bulk forms.

In Note 1 to this Chapter and in heading 4002, the expression
‘synthetic rubber’ applies to:

(@) Unsaturated synthetic substances which can be irreversibly
transformed by  wvulcanisation  with  sulphur  into
non-thermoplastic substances which, at a temperature between
18 °C and 29 °C, will not break on being extended to three
times their original length and will return, after being extended
to twice their original length, within a period of five minutes,
to a length not greater than one and a half times their original
length.  For the purposes of this test, substances necessary for
the cross-linking, such as vulcanising activators or accelerators,
may be added; the presence of substances as provided for by
Note 5(B)(ii) and (iii) is also permitted. However, the
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presence of any substances not necessary for the cross-linking,
such as extenders, plasticisers and fillers, is not permitted;

(b)  Thioplasts (TM); and

(c) Natural rubber modified by grafting or mixing with plastics,
depolymerised natural rubber, mixtures of unsaturated
synthetic substances with saturated synthetic high polymers
provided that all the above-mentioned products comply with
the requirements concerning vulcanisation, elongation and
recovery in (a) above.

(A) Headings 4001 and 4002 do not apply to any rubber or mixture
of rubbers which has been compounded, before or after
coagulation, with:

(i)  wvulcanising agents, accelerators, retarders or activators
(other than those added for the preparation of
pre-vulcanised rubber latex);

(i)  pigments or other colouring matter, other than those
added solely for the purpose of identification;

(iii)  plasticisers or extenders (except mineral oil in the case
of oil-extended rubber), fillers, reinforcing agents,
organic solvents or any other substances, except those
permitted under (B);

(B) The presence of the following substances in any rubber or mixture
of rubbers shall not affect its classification in heading 4001 or
4002, as the case may be, provided that such rubber or mixture of
rubbers retains its essential character as a raw material:

(i)  emulsifiers or anti-tack agents;

(i) small amounts of breakdown products of emulsifiers;

(iii)  very small amounts of the following: heat-sensitive
agents (generally for obtaining thermosensitive rubber
latexes), cationic surface-active agents (generally for
obtaining electro-positive rubber latexes), antioxidants,
coagulants, crumbling agents, freeze-resisting agents,
peptisers, preservatives, stabilisers, viscosity-control
agents, or similar special-purpose additives.

For the purposes of heading 4004, the expression ‘waste, parings and
scrap’ means rubber waste, parings and scrap from the manufacture or
working of rubber and rubber goods definitely not usable as such
because of cutting-up, wear or other reasons.

Thread wholly of vulcanised rubber, of which any cross-sectional
dimension exceeds 5 mm, is to be classified as strip, rods or profile
shapes, of heading 4008.

Heading 4010 includes conveyor or transmission belts or belting of
textile fabric impregnated, coated, covered or laminated with rubber
or made from textile yarn or cord impregnated, coated, covered or
sheathed with rubber.

In headings 4001, 4002, 4003, 4005 and 4008, the expressions
